What is AML?

•	AML is a blood cancer where the body makes too many abnormal blood cells  
and not enough healthy blood cells.

Induction chemotherapy

Typically the first step 
in treating AML. You get 
chemotherapy to destroy the 
abnormal cells in your body. 

Blood or marrow transplant 
(BMT)

Treatment after induction 
chemotherapy. It replaces 
any abnormal cells that could 
still be in your body with 
healthy donated cells.

Consolidation chemotherapy

Treatment after induction 
chemotherapy. You get 
chemotherapy to destroy 
any abnormal cells that are 
left in your body.

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Treatment options

•	Treatment typically starts with induction chemotherapy. 

•	Then, talk to your doctor about your next step in your treatment. The next step may be 
a blood or marrow transplant (BMT) or consolidation chemotherapy.



Treatment outcomes

Treatment outcomes tell you how a group of 
patients with AML have done after a specific 
treatment. But they don’t tell the whole story. 
Outcomes can’t tell you how you will do. There 
are 2 main types of outcomes to keep in mind. 

1.	Survival outcomes tell you how many people 
with AML are alive at a specific time after 
diagnosis or after a specific treatment.

2.	Quality of life outcomes tell you how other 
people have done physically, emotionally 
and socially after treatment.

QUESTIONS TO ASK YOUR DOCTOR

What are my chances of a cure or long-term remission with each treatment option?	

What are the possible side effects of treatment? How can they be reduced?

How might my quality of life change over time with each treatment option?

Does my current health or age affect how well each treatment might work for me?

What do my cytogenetic and molecular marker results mean for my treatment?

If transplant is an option, when should I talk to a transplant doctor?
